Why are violet vestments worn today? Lent doesn’t begin | |

until Ash Wednesday.

Violet vestments are worn today because in the Extraordinary
Form we are preparing for Lent. The first Sunday of prepa-
ration 1s called Septuagesima (last Sunday), followed
by Sexagesima (today) and Quinquagesima (March 3). They

are Latin words for, "Seventy days," "Sixty days," and "Fifty [~
ays," referring to the symbolic number of days before ||+
days,’ y \ :

days." In some countries, Septuagesima marks the beginning |
of carmival season which culminates in Mardr Gras, the day [}

‘Why don't the names of the Sundays at the Traditional Latin
Mass match the names of the Sundays of regular Parish

The Traditional Latin Mass uses a different Liturgical Calen-
dar than the Ordinary Form Mass. While there are many
similarities, there are many differences of which to be mind-
ful. The Advent, Christmas, Lent and Easter seasons all oc-
cur at the same time. However, most of the Sundays have
different names or have different themes. Our new 2019 Par-
