Our area of service thus far has reached into the City of Trenton to
the west, Hightstown to the north, New Egypt to the east, and Mount Holly to the south, as well as within our own parish
boundaries. We have stepped in where no conferences exist and where local groups may be overwhelmed. Assistance has
also been provided to other Saint Vincent de Paul conferences in areas of dire need during emergencies, natural disasters,
etc.

In our mission, we strive to give a hand up and not a handout. We work with our “neighbors” to find solutions to
work, financial, and family situations. We try to help ensure the crisis situations won’t resurface in the future. Referrals are
made to other Catholic as well as community organizations who may be able to help.
